2011 National Fastpitch Coaches Association Junior College Leadoff Classic to be Held at Frank Brown Park

Reigning Champs Lead Field for 2011 Classic

	
WHAT:	The 2010 NJCAA Divisions I and II champions, Miami Dade College and Muskegon Community College, will lead the 24-team field for the 2011 National Fastpitch Coaches Association Junior College Leadoff Classic. The 2011 edition of the tournament will mark the fifth year the NFCA has held one of its two marquee tournaments at Frank Brown Park.

This year’s field includes 16 NJCAA Division I teams and eight NJCAA Division II teams, 14 of which participated in their respective division’s national tournament during the 2010 season.  Each participant was selected on the basis of it cumulative achievements over the past three seasons and each have made at least one trip to its respective national tournament during that time frame.  

In total, 12 states will be represented in this year’s tournament with host state Florida sending the largest delegation at six and the Lone Star State of Texas following with four.  Rounding out the field this year are Community College of Baltimore County-Catonsville, Chesapeake College, San Jacinto College, Spartanburg Methodist College, Santa Fe College, Florida State College at Jacksonville, Wabash Valley College, Tallahassee Community College, Gulf Coast Community College and Iowa Western College.

Single day tickets will be $8 for adults, $6 for students and $5 for youth groups of 10 or more.  Full tournament passes will also be available for $20 for adults and $15 for students.  All tickets can be purchased at the gate on game days.
